‘n Verrassende besoeker

Voélkykers van Jongensfontein was onlangs baie gelukkig om die Gryskwikkie (Grey

Wagtail) in ons natuurreservaat te sien, te identifiseer en fotos van haar te kon neem.
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Die Gryskwikkie kom natuurlik voor in Europa en Asié en migreer suid na Afrika in die
winter, maar nie ver suid in Afrika nie. Soms
gebeur dit dat hulle omgekeerde migrasie
(reverse migration) doen en verder suid beweeg
en land dan soms in Suid Afrika. Hulle word
maar baie min in Suid Afrika gesien. In 2024 is
hulle glad nie in SA gesien nie en in 2025 nog

net een keer in Namibi&, 2 keer in die Kaap en

nou in Jongensfontein. As ons na hierdie
statistiek kyk, besef mens hoe gelukkig ons was om die Gryskwikkie in ons

natuurreservaat te kon sien.

The Wednesday Morning Club (ook bekend as die Boksombende)
Ralph Rudd and Gerald Gaigher spent time collaborating with different birdwatchers
within Jongensfontein and Stilbaai, as well as with a local architect, a local civil
engineer, the Municipality and other interested parties on where the newly planned bird
hides as well as the wader dam could be positioned. We are currently awaiting the
plans for the bird hides and wader dam and will then submit to the Municipality for
approval. Then the hard work really starts of collecting funds to build and erect the

structures.

The removal of alien vegetation has started in earnest and currently we only have one

block that has not been cleared.

We had a very informative and interesting walk-thru with the Speaker of Hessequa

There are two (linked) main habitats

namely alkaline limestone fynbos

and more neutral Albertinia sand

in resting mode. While the acidic Sandstone fynbos
Table Mountain and Sleeping Beauty in the Garcia
Pass still host wonderful blooms of classical fynbos,

g Orchids and other geophytes, our harsh climate and
$% alkaline soils have fewer flowers out of the main

: flowering Season of Spring. However, our plants have
special resilience living in very low water and saline

conditions. Generally, fynbos thrives in poor soils,

whatever their ph and the different plants have worked
out niches in which they can thrive. Fynbos is highly dependent on mycorrhyza

(underground fungal network) which functions like a food logistics company.

We spotted the endangered Lebeckia gracilis, like aspalathus in the pea (Fabaceae)

family.

Bronkors of bronslaai in die loop van die fontein

Skrywers Jan Rabie en André Rossouw onthou hoe groot lappe R —
bronslaai rondom die sewentigerjare in die fontein gegroei het.
